German Foxtail Millet - is an annual warm-season grass which grows from 2 to 5 feet tall under cultivation.  Foxtail millet was cultivated in China as early as 2700 B.C. and later introduced into Europe.  Seed has been found in early remains such as those of the Swiss lake dwellings of the stone age.   Introduced into the United States in 1849, it is grown throughout the Great Plains region.  It can be grown in almost any area that has warm weather during the growing season and sufficient rain for any other crop.  A number of varieties are recognized, the better known being German, Hungarian, Common, Siberian, and Kursk.  Used as pasture, hay, and silage, this grass has largely been replaced by by sudangrass which is superior in quality and quantity of forage.  Millet has a useful place in the cropping system to supply extra feed when pastures fail or the hay crop is short.
