Sorghum Sudangrass - Sorghum is a coarse, annual grass.   The stems are solid and grow in height from 2 to 15 feet.  Leaves are alternate; a single leaf originates at each node.  Internode determines the height of the plant.  Sudangrass and Sorghum - sudangrass crosses are the most important of this group for forage purposes.  They are generally used as an emergency crop, being used as pasture, silage, greenchop and sometimes hay.  Their ability to produce during mid-summer when many permanent pastures are not productive,  is their greatest attribute.  Sorghum and sorghum-sudangrass crosses should be planted after soil is warm, second week after corn, until mid July.  SEEDING RATE - Sudangrass - 25 pounds per acre
